I am writing to you today as a constituent of the (insert name) electorate to express my concern over the current state of abortion laws in Queensland.  It is my belief that abortion should be removed from the Queensland Criminal Code and should be dealt with under the relevant health care act.  Abortion is a health issue not a criminal issue, and should be treated as such.  

I realise that the issue of abortion raises a wide range of ethical and religious concerns; however these individual views should not be imposed upon the health rights of women.  The current state of law in Queensland does not permit this – access to abortion services is becoming increasingly difficult.  Recent changes to the Queensland law which protect doctors who perform therapeutic abortions, but still make abortion illegal have created a state of confusion about the issue.

As the elected representative of the local community, I challenge you to protect a woman’s most fundamental right, the right to make decisions about her own health without fear or prosecution.  Making the decision to have, or not to have a child is not an easy decision to make.  Providing women with affordable, available, safe and accessible non-judgemental services before and after abortion would allow women to make informed decisions about their own health.
